(rewolving spool), SRNING (line coiling off stationgrspool); SIRCAST, (like spinning but with a
nose cone), and ¥I(storing thick fly line/backing and to fight big fish).

(To preseve good fishing, take any didedrline with gu when gu leae. Discaded line can snag and
harm wildlife, and kill fish, ttles, fogs, bids and small mammals.)

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¥ LURE DBAny atificial item designed to attract fish and fitted with hos
These include flies, Hagplastic or wood las (or plugs), soft plastic
imitations, large offsheskited baits, metal spoons, lead-hea&s lur
(jigs), bladed les, spinners, spinnerbaits.
¥ HOOK DA metal wie device shaped like a "J" with an opening &F depne
end to which the line is tied and a point at the other end to catch the i hdciks
hawe an angled point. ddble and &ble hooks hawwo or thee points,aspectisy
¥ SINKER £A weight of lead or other metals designed to sink a hooked bait or lur
¥ FLOAT B Also called a "bobber",
these suspend hooked baits off of the bottom,
and signal hitsy'bobbing” when a fish takes the bait.

¥ STILL FISHING -Fshing without meing the bait once it is cast.
¥ CRANKBAIT bA fish-like hat lure or plug designed to swim under
the suface, often made of plastic or wooainé&ae combined
with replaceable soft plastic tails. Crankbaits
¥TOPWATER LURE BLures made of hdiplastic, wood,
hollow rubber/plastic and designed to float on thawair
to attract fish when twitched or vad.
¥ SOFT PIASTIC LURES EMade of a soft plastic
to resemble a worm, lidacrayfish, shrimp or
generic wigglingeatue.
